Minutes of Selectmen’s Meeting

13 September 2007

Members present: R. Stephen Leighton, Chairman, JoAnn Brown and Lynn Sweet.
Meeting was called to order at 8:00 AM.
Information for presentation at September 18" public forum was discussed.

After a short discussion, Board signed a form nominating Wayne R. Donle to serve as
one of Strafford’s members of the Isinglass River Local Advisory Committee.

After discussion and review of an intent to cut filed for Map 5, Lot 24, Board was in
agreement that intent must be resubmitted without notations and cross outs shown. Any
comments or additional information needed may be included in a separate cover letter
and submitted along with the new intent to cut. Before approval and signature, Board
will require a cash bond in the amount of $1,960. to cover the estimated value of the
timber to be removed. In addition, a cash bond in the amount of $10,000. will be
required to cover any possible damages to the road.

After review, motion was made, seconded and voted to accept the minutes from the
August 21 meeting of the Board.

There was discussion regarding a request for a “children at play™ sign on Bemard Road.
It was noted that this is a dead end road with little traffic. It was agreed that residents
may make their own arrangements to put a sign up.

After short discussion, Board was in agreement to ask Irene Abels to serve as Strafford’s
representative to the Rochester Rural District Visiting Nurse’s Assoc. This appointment
would be to fill the position previously held by Leslie Dupee, who retired recently after
serving the Town in this capacity for many years.

Board discussed Mr. Perry’s request to have a Board member review his information on
voting machines and the multitude of problems and irregularities involved. Mrs. Sweet
will review the information.

A suggestion for matching T-shirts/sweatshirts for the Recycling Center/Transfer Station
employees was discussed. Board members were in agreement that funds should be
budgeted for this purpose next year. This will help to identify them to the public for the
purposes of asking questions and taking direction regarding placement of materials.

There being no further business before the Board, a motion was made, seconded and
voted to adjourn. The meeting adjourned at 9:00 A.M.
